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III. METHOD OF SHOWING ANSWERS

Depending upon the number of vacancies
only those candidates who rank sufficiently high in the written test will be called for interview in the ratio of 1 : 3 (three times
the number of vacancies). Mere eligibility / pass in the test shall not vest the candidate with any right to be called for the
interview.

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There may also be questions in the form of figures, designs and drawings. These may be of three types :

1. Analogies 2. Classification    and 3. Series

1. Analogies :
In these questions, there are two sets of figures. the ‘Problem Figures’ and the ‘Answer Figures’. The Problem Figures are
presented in two units. The first unit contains two figures and the second unit contains one figure and a question mark in
place of the fourth figure. You have to find out which one of the Answer Figures should be in place of the question mark.
